Reception and Year 1 overviews

This programme overview shows the progression of GPCs and tricky words that we teach term-byterm. The progression
has been organised so that children are taught from the simple to more camplex GPCs, as weil as 1aking inte accaunt
the frequency of their occurrence in the most commanly encountered words. All the graphemes taught are practised in
words, sentences, and later on, i fully decodable books. Children review and revise GPCs and words, daily, weekly and
across terms and years, in order to move this knowledge into their long term memory.

Children nged ta learn to read as quickly os reasonably possible, so they can move from learning to read, to reading
ta learn, giving them access to the treasure house of reading. Our exp 15 of progression are aspirational et
achisvable if schoals maintein pace, practice and participation by ail children, Childron whe are not keoping-up with
thetr peers shauld be quen additional practice immediately through keep-up sessions.

This means that your child should:

* Know all the sounds and tricky words in
their phonics book well

* Read many of the words by silent
blending (in their head) — their reading
will be automatic

* Only need to stop and sound out about
5% of the words by the time they bring
the book home — but they should be
able to do this on their own.




Reading at home
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The most important thing you can
do is read with your child

Reading a book and chatting had a positive
impact a year later on children’s ability to...

* understand words and sentences
* use a wide range of vocabulary
» develop listening comprehension skills.

The amount of books children were exposed to
by age 6 was a positive predictor of their reading
ability two years later.
